An exuberantly spicy nose offers up a lovely array of dark cherry, 

raspberry, tea, violet, lilac and a whisper of sandalwood. The suave and 

highly seductive medium-bodied flavors possess an opulent mouth feel 

thanks to the abundance of sappy dry extract and for a moment the 

palate impression is almost soft and then the structure arrives with a 

rush on the firm, moderately austere and built-to-age finale. This is very 

impressive though again I would describe it as atypical in the context of 

one usually finds with a classic Charmes.
